We will continue to work on learning and applying spelling rules and patterns.
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	Maths
	Number facts

	We will be understanding the relationship between fractions, decimals and percentages. Whilst learning about shape, we will measure angles using a protractor and work on solving problems with angles. We also revisit 2D and 3D shapes. Children will learn the difference between volume and capacity and will calculate the area of different shapes. We will also present and interpret data in different forms. 
	We will be quickly recalling and applying in our maths all

	Science
	Geography

	We will compare and group together everyday materials on the basis of their properties. We will conduct various experiments and look at comparative and fair testing to investigate solubility, magnetism and separating mixtures.
	We will describe and understand key aspects of physical geography, including: volcanoes and earthquakes including naming and locating famous volcanoes.

	We will explore the process of making monotypes and how artists use this process in their work. Children will develop their mark making skills and will experiment using the monotype process to create a single print to combine with painting and collage.
	We will use our knowledge of Scratch to design and test an interactive quiz, writing a program that asks questions and uses selection to control the outcomes based on the answers given.
