We will continue to work on learning and applying spelling rules and patterns.
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	Maths
	Number facts

	We will consolidate our knowledge of fractions, decimals and percentages. Whilst also dividing and multiplying decimal numbers by 10, 100 and 1000. Children will continue to practise efficient written methods for all four operations and use them to solve problems. In measurement children will learn to convert between different units of metric measure.

	We will look at the lifecycles of a flowering plant. Children will learn about the development stage of a human. 
	We will continue to learn about key aspects of physical and human geography linked to Greece, using a range of maps and atlases.

	We research, design and make a moving toy with a cam mechanism. We look at how different shaped cams create different types of movement. 
	We will explore the use of Databases and compare computer to paper databases. We will use sort and search to answer questions about the data.
